But then Lesko turned to two
of his most trusted weapons, his
serve and his forehand, to swing
the match back in his favor.

After losing his serve to fall
behind by three games in the sec-
ond set, Lesko broke Metzner back
in the fifth game of the set and
won six of the last seven games.

Lesko capped the 6-4, 6-4 victo-
ry with a strong service game in
which he didn’t miss a first serve.
He let out a big, “Come on,” and
trotted to the net to shake hands
and begin celebrating a second
straight county title.

“My serve really bailed me out
of trouble there,” he said. “Then, I
started hitting my forehand the

way I am supposed to hit it.”

Lesko’s victory propelled the
Linganore boys to another county
team title, while the Walkersville
girls, behind a doubles victory by
the top-seed team, Erika Dirk and
Rachel Lupinetti, also claimed a
team championship.

The two-day tournament was
dominated by the top seeds as not
a single one failed to win a title.

Carolina Radzyminska
became to first Tuscarora tennis
player to win a county title when
she claimed the girls singles title
with a 62, 6-2 win over Thomas
Johnson’s Stacey Niehoff.

In her four tournament
matches, Radzyminska lost only
five games and will be the top
girls seed in the MPSSAA Region

1 tournament next Friday and
Saturday at Baker Park.

“T am really happy. This is
what I wanted to do,” Radzymins-
ka said. “I am really excited for
regionals.”

The boys doubles title was
won by Walkersville’s top-seeded
team, Zach Butt and Charlie
Leonard.

To win it, they had to beat the
No. 2 seed and Linganore’s top duo,
Al Starlings and Ben Shumate, for
the third time this season.

It was shaping up to be one of
the closest finals in county tour-
nament history as Butt and
Leonard won a first-set tiebreak-
er, 10-8, before Starlings and Shu-
mate came back to take the sec-
ond set, 7-5.

But Starlings cramped up in
the third set and wasn’t the same
player he was in the first two
sets. Butt and Leonard coasted to
a6-1 victory in the third set.

“I give him credit for gutting
it out in the third set, but it
would have been really disap-
pointing if they would have
retired in the third set,” said
Butt, who has posted an 18-1
record with Leonard at No. 1 dou-
bles this season.

“I mean, after all of the work
we put in, we didn’t want to win
the county title just by walking
off the court in the middle of a
set. You know, anything can hap-
pen. We wanted to earn it.”

Dirk and Lupinetti, meanwhile,
cruised through their first three

matches in girls doubles and then
beat teammates and sisters Brit-
tany and Melissa Fisher, 6-3, 6-3, in
the championship match.

And, in the mixed doubles,
Emily and Tommy Maerz of Mid-
dletown defended their county
title as they cruised through the
draw with four easy victories.

In the championship match,
they earned a 6-1, 6-2 victory over
teammates Kelly Robertson and
Dylan McMahon.

With his championship victo-
1y, Lesko raised his record to 18-1
this season. He will be top seed at
regionals and is looking to
improve on his runner-up show-
ing last season.

Metzner also advanced to
regionals and was happy with his

performance in the county tour-
nament.

Of Lesko’s second-set come-
back against him in the final,
Metzner said, “I really wasn't
doing anything different. He just
stopped making mistakes.”

The top three placewinners in
each bracket advanced to the
regional tournament.

The third-place winners were:
TJ’s Rodrigo Gutierrez in boys
singles, Urbana’s Alex Barber in
girls singles, Walkersville's Bran-
don Danganan and Bobby
Leonard in boys doubles, Middle-
town’s Leah Cockerham and
Katie Mark in girls doubles and
Walkersville’s Carrie Ingram and
Sean Danganan in mixed dou-
Dles.
